 Greetings everyone;
We are already into September, yep, that means Renewals are upon
us. As we stand today we currently have 212, 2009 members that are
eligible to renew. I would really like this post to see 100% renewals by

December 31, 2009, realistically though, I can live with about an 80% renewal rate. So
please get with your friends remind them that it is time to renew and get them going. In
addition, renewals are already starting to go out in the mail from National as you read
this newsletter.

Well, now for the news you have been waiting for. Yes, Life membership increase did in
fact pass on the floor at National and Life dues will be going up incrementally over the
next three (3) years. However, before I explain that one to you the upgrade for this year
at the reduced price to go Life has been cut off as of August 15th by Department so if you
still want to go life even if you are already an annual member it will cost you $150.00.
If you are joining AMVETS as a new member and join for Life, it will cost you also
$150.00. Now here is the other part, National has raised the Life membership dues by
$25.00 starting January 1, 2010, again in January 1, 2011 and again January 1,2012. So
in order for us to keep our share of the dues to Post 35 we are going to make an
amendment to our bylaws as mentioned at the August General Membership meeting to
be brought on the floor to vote on that Life membership dues will be this. Starting
January 1st 2010 Life Membership dues will go from $150.00 to $200.00, January 1st

2011 from $200.00 to $250.00, then again January 1st 2012 to $300.00. Therefore, I
would suggest that any of you who want to go Life, now is the time to do it and obviously,
you would have to have that turned into us no later than December 31, 2009. Not
January 1, 2010 or later for you will not be processed at the $150.00 price, you will have
to pay the $200.00 new price. There will be no exceptions to this rule. Unlike our
forgiveness period when you come in 2 or 3 days late to renew when you know the dead
line is December 31st, with Life, no freebies can be given here.

That is pretty much all the news I have for Membership. Therefore, unless I hear anything
from you, the Members I am to assume all is ok, including you are getting your newsletter
the way you are getting it now. Any issues or problems you know who to contact.

Secretary of V eter ans Affairs Eric K. Shinseki announced that combat
Veter ans will receiv e readjustment counseling and other assistance in 28
additional communities across the country where the Department of
Veter ans Affairs (V A) will establish V et Centers in 2010.
“VA is committed to providing high-quality outreach and readjustment
counseling to all combat V eter ans, ” Secretary Shinseki said. “These 28
new V et Centers will address the growing need for those services. ”
The communit y-based V et Centers — already in all 50 states — are a k ey
component of V A’s mental health progr am, pro viding V eter ans with
mental health screening and post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD)
counseling.
The existing 232 centers conduct community outreach to offer counseling
on emplo yment, family issues and education to combat V eter ans and
family members, as well as bereavement counseling for families of
servicemembers killed on activ e dut y and counseling for V eter ans who
were sexually har assed on activ e dut y.
Vet Center services are earned through service in a combat z one or area
of hostilit y and are pro vided at no cost to V eter ans or their families. They
are staffed by small multi-disciplinary teams, which may include social
workers, psychologists, psychiatric nurses, master’s-level counselors and
outreach specialists. Ov er 70 percent of V et Center emplo yees are
Veter ans themselv es, a majorit y of whom serv ed in combat z ones.
The V et Center progr am w as established in 1979 b y Congress,
recognizing that man y Vietnam V eter ans were still ha ving readjustment
problems. In 2008, the V et Center progr am pro vided o ver 1.1 million
visits to o ver 167,000 V eter ans, including o ver 53,000 visits b y more
than 14,500 V eter an families. More information about V et Centers can be
found at www .v etcenter .v a.go v/index.asp .
